Feb. 17—Ash Wednesday
Begin coloring one of the Lent calendars

Feb. 21—1st Sunday of Lent
Make a candle for the season!
Cut out words and images from old magazines of things you hope for this spring (ask parents for help)
Use gluesticks to glue them to the outside of the candle.
Use wide clear tape (with parent’s help) to cover the outside of the candle.

Feb. 28—2nd Sunday of Lent
You are made in God’s image! Color yourself onto the person cutout.

March 7—3rd Sunday of Lent
Butterflies are a symbol of Easter! 
Color your butterfly and add pipe cleaner antenna (there are extras of this project)

March 14—4th Sunday of Lent
Paint stones with messages that inspire people and spread them around your neighborhood.

March 21—5th Sunday of Lent
Use sidewalk chalk to share “Spring is Here” messages with your neighborhood!

March 28—Palm Sunday
Make decorative Cross boxes (instructions are in the box)
