In the early church, people brought what they had with them to the table to observe the Lord’s Supper. In our Baptist tradition, we believe in the priesthood of all believers. All of us, with the power of the Holy Spirit, are invited to partake and share the Lord’s Supper. You don’t have to have an ordained minister to administer communion. All of us are invited and welcomed at Christ’s table.

Tonight we will hear from the Gospel according to Mark, the story of Jesus’ Last Supper, his betrayal, arrest, and death. I hope that you will hear this story with an ear for the places where we have sometimes fallen short, blamed others, and made excuses for our own actions, as Jesus’ own disciples did. 

However, we will also look for clues in this story, symbols that we might have in our own homes to help tell the story in a new way, so we might hear this story with fresh understandings. So pay attention, and I’ll share the symbol I am looking for, and you can help find it in your home and share. Be sure to have space to set your symbols down.

Words of Welcome
Tonight, we gather, alone and yet together. We are together to remember the events of long ago, as Jesus gathered with his disciples to share the Passover meal together. But we are alone, a reminder that the disciples also were scattered by the end of the evening. We live with the hope that we will be together again, and we live with the hope of resurrection. 

But on this night, we pause in the evening, as the sun sets, and remember how one by one, the faithful disciples failed. They acted out of fear. They acted out of anger. They acted out of an innate human desire to save themselves at all cost. 

On this night, we remember how Christ came for us, how Christ broke bread and shared the cup, how Christ laid down his life for us that we might know forgiveness, that we might know that death does not have the final word.

Prayer of Invocation

First Reading: Mark 14:3-9
First Symbol: Jar

Taize Song: Eat This Bread, Drink This Cup

Second Reading: Mark 14:10-26
Sharing of the Bread and Cup
Second Symbols: Cup and Bread
Do you see cups and bread in your home? How about on the screen in other’s homes?

Again, we hear the words of Jesus, who took bread, blessed it, broke it, and gave it to his disciples and said, “Take and eat. This is my body.” I invite you to take of your bread, and eat it.

(eat together)

Jesus took a cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you. This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many so that their sins may be forgiven.” I invite you to drink of the cup.

(drink together)

“I tell you, I won’t drink wine again until that day when I drink it in a new way with you in my Father’s kingdom.” Then, after singing songs of praise, they went to the Mount of Olives.

Third Reading: Mark 14:27-42
Symbol: Sleep
What is something you use when you sleep? (Pillow, blanket, etc)

Taize Song: Stay Here And Keep Watch With Me
Stay here and keep watch with me, the hour has come.

Fourth Reading: Mark 14:43-54
Symbol: Fire
What do you use for light or to keep warm? (Candle, blanket, sweater, etc)
